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Perception is important. It is so important that there is a saying, “perception is 
reality.” How a person views a particular incident or object becomes their belief 
about the matter. One’s perception can contain various degrees of truth, ranging 
from no truth to total truth.

Apparently, some within the Messianic movement have perceived that the 
leadership of the Messianic Israel Alliance believes in and promotes a certain 
theological belief known as “Replacement Theology.” This perception stems 
from some of the MIA’s writings that espouse that all believers are “part of the 
people of Israel.” While we do believe that we are part of Israel, we DO NOT, 
NOR HAVE WE EVER believed or stated that we have replaced the Jewish peo-
ple in any way, shape, form, or manner. To draw a similar misperception would 
be to believe that because a family has two children, the second child somehow 
replaces the first child. Both misperceptions have no relevance in the truth. Actu-
ally, the MIA teaches against Replacement Theology. 

Our belief that we are a part of – but not all of – Israel is based upon exhaustive 
evidence in Scripture from Genesis to Revelation. For more information on our 
beliefs on this matter please refer to the book Redeemed Israel by Batya Wootten. 
Our belief that we are a part of the people of Israel is in no way a concurrent view 
with Replacement Theology and is actually a refutation of that belief. For the record, 
let it be known that the MIA has actively taught against every form of Replacement 
Theology.

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For clarity, the concept of Replacement Theol-
ogy basically puts forth the notion that the Chris-
tian Church has replaced the Jewish people as 
God’s chosen people and has taken their place in 
the covenants and promises that God made with 
the Jews – albeit the name; Replacement Theol-
ogy. Several early Church fathers promoted this 
belief including, Justin Martyr, Tertullian, Au-
gustine, and others. This belief finds its roots in 
anti-Semitism and is an unscriptural and racist 
concept. 

What the MIA teaches is actually the oppo-
site of Replacement Theology, and could easily 
be titled “Inclusion Theology.” We agree with 
the Apostle Paul, James, and our Messiah Him-
self who taught that the Jewish people are part of 
Israel, but are not all of Israel. We believe in the 
letters of Paul to the church in Rome (Romans 
11), Ephesus (Ephesians 2), Galatia (Galatians 3) 
and others that speak about this greater Israel. We 
also believe that the seed of Abraham is a physical 
seed that has, over the last 3,000 years, become 
like the stars of heaven and the sands of the sea. 
This seed (as prophesied in the book of Hosea) re-
belled, was scattered, lost its identity, and is being 
reawakened and restored at this hour in history. 
We agree with Paul that, “If ye be in Messiah, 
then ye are Abraham’s seed and heirs according 
to the promise” (Galatians 3:29). Stated another 
way, we might say that Paul is saying that the evi-
dence that you are Abraham’s seed is your faith 
in Yeshua as your Savior and Lord. Then, if we 
are Abraham’s seed, we are indeed part of Israel. 
This in no way excludes or replaces our Jewish 
brothers. We in the MIA actually honor them for 
their faithfulness to the covenants for these thou-
sands of years. We believe that they are indeed 
our brothers – perhaps in a very real (although 
improvable) manner.  There are many Jewish 
people who are part of the MIA.

There has always been a “mixed multitude” 
(Exodus 12:38) within Israel. The four mothers of 
the tribes of Israel demonstrate this very clearly, 

as does the story of Ruth and Naomi. The Creator calls Himself “the God 
of Israel.” Simple math then tells us, if He is your God then you are part of 
Israel. Just because the MIA sees Israel as being larger than just the Jewish 
people, this does not diminish the role of the Jewish people in our eyes, or the 
Father’s heart. Our Messiah spoke to this greater Israel in John 10:16, “And 
other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they 
shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.” 

We have indeed been brought into Israel through the blood of the Lamb. 
Thanks to Him, we are saved from sin and darkness unto an abundant life 
as Redeemed Israel. We do not replace our Jewish brothers. We are merely 
taking our place in the family portrait. We love the Jewish people and desire 
to support them in holding the Land of Israel and upholding the Covenants 
of Israel. 

Perception, while important, can cloud the truth of a matter. Even some-
thing we see with our own eyes can be misinterpreted. For instance, you 
might drive by a car that seems to have been pulled over by the police on the 
highway and assume that the driver is getting a speeding ticket. However, the 
truth of the matter may be very different. Perhaps the officer stopped to help 
the motorist with a malfunctioning vehicle.

Because the MIA teaches about a greater Israel, the Israel that has always 
had a door open to the stranger, some have misperceived that we believe that 
the Jewish people are no longer a part of Israel. That simply is not, nor has 
ever been, true. However, just like in the time of Joseph, the family of Israel 
has been apart for so long that we are not readily recognizable to one another. 
The Father is changing that at this hour as He is writing His covenant on the 
hearts of His people and causing them to walk in His ways. This emergence 
cannot be stopped as it is ordered by the God of Israel, but is does not replace 
anyone – it just adds to and completes the family portrait. In short, anyone 
who believes that the MIA teaches, promotes, agrees with, condones, or has 
ever taught “Replacement Theology” is simply misinformed and has fostered 
a false perception.

The MIA’s mission is focused upon the restoration of all things written by 
the holy prophets, which must happen prior to Messiah’s return (Acts 3:21). 
The holy writings in the books of Ezekiel, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Hosea, and even 
the words of Moses, indicate that part of the restoration of all things includes 
the awakening and resurgence of a people – the whole House of Israel. There 
are two sticks, Ephraim and Judah, that will be made one in His Hand (Eze-
kiel 37:19). Furthermore, the New Covenant is with the House of Israel and 
the House of Judah (Jeremiah 31:31 and Hebrews 8:8). These promises are 
eternally true and coming to pass at this hour. The MIA, like the God of 
Israel, is not a respecter of persons, and believes that the One New Man writ-
ten about in Scripture is Jew and non-Jew, Spirit-filled, Torah-honoring, and 
Messiah-focused. This One New Man is indeed emerging at this hour, for our 

Father is all about inclusion, not exclusion. He is 
calling all of Israel and they are hearing His call 
and responding. It will happen for it is written. 

We invite all of Israel (Jewish and non-Jew-
ish) to stand with us at this hour. It is time for the 
whole House of Israel to reunite as equal broth-
ers and sisters, respecting our individual callings 
and blessings. Perhaps you are one of the millions 
who are emerging and tired of the man-made, 
two-tiered, race-based system that keeps the mid-
dle wall of petition firmly in place. Some would 
like to maintain a two-house system. The MIA is 
all about the whole house of Israel – one house in 
the Father’s hand. Not two! There are those who 
teach that the Torah is optional for non-Jews. Still 
others teach that the pagan traditions of Christian-
ity are just fine for believing non-Jews today as 
there should be a distinction between Jews and 
non-Jews. 

Returning Ephraim will look different than 
Orthodox Judaism in many of their traditions. 
That is fine and good, but let us use the Holy 
Scriptures as the base of our traditions not some 
foreign practice. For years the MIA has been all 
about unity – not uniformity – within the whole 
house of Israel.
